	Patient Personal Medication List Portability 
	Percent of patient encounters where the patient is provided a reconciled personal medication list compared to the number of patient encounters. 




Description:
This measure will analyze the final step of the medication reconciliation process; the proportion of patients provided a readily accessible personal medication list.

Definitions: 
· Readily accessible personal medication list: A current, active patient specific medication list that is provided as either a hard or virtual copy
· Medication Reconciliation :  Medication reconciliation is the comprehensive evaluation of a patient’s medication regimen any time there is a change in therapy in an effort to avoid medication errors such as omissions, duplications, dosing errors, or drug interactions, as well as to observe compliance and adherence patterns. This process should include a comparison of the existing and previous medication regimens and should occur at every transition of care in which new medications are ordered, existing orders are rewritten or adjusted, or if the patient has added non-prescription medications to their self-care. 

Rationale:
This measure is designed to ensure every patient has a current reconciled personal medication list that is readily accessible to other health care providers. 


Denominator Description:
Number of pharmacist - patient encounters. 
  
Numerator Description:
Number of patient encounters where the patient is provided a reconciled personal medication list 


Type of Measure:
Pharmacy self-assessment (internal data)

Data Source:
Would rely on self-reported pharmacy level data

* The creation of this measure was for the purpose of evaluating patient care provided by pharmacists.  As medication reconciliation is a multi-disciplinary task, the design of the measure was cognizant of potential use by other health care disciplines.
