	Percent of the patient’s personal medication list discrepancies resolved per patient encounter compared to the patient’s personal medication list discrepancies identified per patient encounter.




Description:
This is the fourth measure for the medication reconciliation process and quantifies the patient medication list discrepancies resolved as a percentage of patient medication list discrepancies identified per a patient encounter.

Definitions: 
· Personal Medication List Discrepancy: Any inconsistency or inaccuracy identified by the pharmacist derived from using every available resource of medication information accessible to the pharmacist.  
       
· Personal Medication List Discrepancies Resolved:  when the pharmacist is able to generate the most accurate updated and or revised patient’s personal medication list using every available resource.

Rationale:
This measure is intended to benchmark and improve the rate of resolution of patients’ personal medication list discrepancies.    

Denominator Description:  
Number of patient’s personal medication list discrepancies identified per patient encounter

Numerator Description:
Number of patient’s personal medication list discrepancies resolved per patient encounter.  

Type of Measure:
Pharmacy self-assessment (internal data)

Data Source:
Would rely on self-reported pharmacy level data

Evidence-base to support the measure: 
Currently available and documented in the Medication Reconciliation Measure Set 1 Introduction and Background document. 
 
RECOMMENDED ACTION FOR PQA : 

Measure concept is ready for approval, evidence base to support measure concepts exists and is documented, data source is in place, and concept should be moved forward to measure validation, testing and technical spec development
